The 37th Harbin Ice and Snow Sculpture Festival in China is open to visitors now. It
will end on 25 February 2021. The festival is one of the biggest of its kind. The festival
began in 1963 and is famous for big ice and snow sculptures. People also enjoy activities
like ice football and skiing there. Because of COVID-19, foreign tourists cannot visit China,
so most of the visitors are people from other parts of China.

In December every year, about 300 farmers and house builders become "ice miners" to
make the festival's big ice sculptures. To build the ice structures, they cut tens of thousands
of'ice blocks from the river and move them to the festival park. The workers then make ice
houses and sculptures there, and some of them are bigger than real houses. Why do they use
ice from the river? "Man-made ice isn't that thick, and it isn't strong enough to stand in the
wind," said a worker. "We come to mine ice at 6 a.m. every day," Zhang Wei said.
"Sometimes we end our work after 11 p.m." Because of their hard work, people around the
world can enjoy looking at the great ice sculptures and watch beautiful light shows at night.
