These four types of birds (see Figure 1) have the same in some places, but also different in some
ways. Puffins, razorbills, and murres can dive. Kittiwakes can’t, so they only catch fish swimming near
water. Razorbills hunt close to their nests, but kittiwakes fly farther away to find food (see Figure 2).
Murres can find bigger fish and eat different kinds of fish. This is because they can dive deeper than the
other seabirds. At first the scientists thought they all ate the same fish and would get into fights over
food. But the study shows they have small differences in their lifestyles meaning they can share the

tasty fish. These differences make them live together without fighting for food (fish).

How do seabirds share?

Most seabirds live in large groups with many different kinds of birds. This is safer than living alone
hecause it keeps them safe from predators. But there’s a problem, all the birds like to eat fish. If the
seabirds want to live together without fighting, they have to share their food with others. Scientists
study a seabird group with:

Common murres
Atlantic puffing Rozorbills

These four types of birds (see Figure 1) have the same in some places, but also different in some
ways. Puffins, razorbills, and murres can dive. Kittiwakes can’t, so they only catch fish swimming near
water. Razorbills hunt close to their nests, but kittiwakes fly farther away to find food (see Figure 2).
Murres can find bigger fish and eat different kinds of fish. This is because they can dive deeper than the
other seabirds. At first the scientists thought they all ate the same fish and would get into fights over
food. But the study shows they have small differences in their lifestyles meaning they can share the

tasty fish. These differences make them live together without fighting for food (fish).
